
As of Monday, October 22, 2018, the Town of Erin issued the unofficial election results for the 2018 
Municipal Election. All results will be verified and approved by the Town of Erin Deputy Clerk and 
Returning Officer, Lisa Campion. The official election results will be issued on Tuesday, October 23, 
2018. 

A total of 3,208 voters cast their vote this election, representing 37 per cent turnout of the 
registered voter base of 8,618. 

Please note the City of London is responsible for results for the Office of Trustee, Conseil Scolaire 
Viamonde and City of Brampton is responsible for the results for the Office of Trustee, Catholique 
MonAvenir. Office of Trustee, Wellington Catholic and Upper Grand District School Board have been 
acclaimed.
